Brahman The one God in Hinduism.

Murti A sacred image/statue of a deity or person in Indian culture.

Trimurti Three main Hindu deities — Brahma, Vishnu, and Shiva

Mandir An Indian word for temple, where many Hindus worship.

Shrine A place that has a holy statue or image of a Hindu deity which is used
for prayer.

Monotheism |One God is worshipped

Polytheism Many Gods are worshipped (Hinduism)

Mandir A place where Hindus worship which is also called a temple.
